Treasurer’s Report -  We had income this past month from the Annual Luncheon, tulip bulb sales, wreath sales, memberships and donations. Judy Heims reported the total income was $4,879.  Expenses totaled $2,324.61.  The bank balance as of November 30, 2011 was $12,107.34.  She also reported we sold a total of 146 wreaths, donating 4 large wreaths.  
The LIB Board will meet in January to discuss expenses for the coming year, new projects, and future endeavors for LIB.  

Cindy awarded Warren Golde a “new uniform” created by Marsha of “Marsha’s Shop”.  It was a new T-shirt with “Ask Me About Lewes In Bloom” printed on the back and the LIB logo on the front.

“Bump Outs” were discussed.  These are the landscaped patches under the trees on Second Street that are in much need of attention.  She thanked those who “adopted” a ”Bump Out”, and weeded before the gala affairs on the first weekend in December. Thanks to those LIB Members who volunteered.  Brenda Brady has requested sizeable funding for Second Street for next year. 
 It was also mentioned that members check out the new decorations at the corner of Savannah and Second.  They are best viewed at night.  The decorations are being considered for the future.  
· Philadelphia Flower Show -  Warren surveyed those attending the meeting to see how many are interested in the annual bus trip to the Philadelphia Flower Show in March.  The show next year will be held March 4 – 11.  This trip is open to the public also.  Consensus was that there are enough people interested to go ahead with plans for this trip.

· Diana O’Hagan spoke about “Garden Grape Vine” presentations at future meetings.  In October we talked about sharing garden ideas at meetings when we don’t have speakers scheduled. · The next meeting falls on Valentine’s Day.  A suggestion was made to move the meeting up to the first Tuesday in February instead.  Cindy will check to make sure no other meetings in our area fall on this date.  Stay tuned.
